Entrance Examination Guide

1. Program Outline
The “Accelerated Doctoral Degree Program” (Accelerated Program) is designed to enable adult individuals with
a certain level of research achievement to complete a doctoral degree in one and a half years (the standard
length of the Accelerated Program)?. Students accepted to the program are those who have attained research
achievements (including vocational/professional achievements made during their work experience) that are
considered “outstanding academic performance” as stipulated in Article 35 of the Graduate School Regulations
(AR R RS2, defining the requirements necessary for early completion of degree programs. Thus

qualified, the student may complete a doctoral degree in half the time of the regular three-year program.

Notes:

! Applicant applying to the Accelerated Program should select option (2) for the Accelerated Doctoral Degree
Program, instead of option (1) for the regular program, in the “Accelerated Doctoral Degree Program”
section of the Application Form. There may be cases where applicants to the Accelerated Program are
placed in the regular program (three-year study duration) based on their entrance exam results.

2The general requirements for early completion of degree programs, as stipulated in Article 44 of the
Graduate School Regulations (R R R E B 7HI)

Students who demonstrate outstanding academic performance may reduce the length of their divisional
doctoral studies to three years, of which at least two years must be spent in a master’s degree or
professional master’s degree program. (For those who have completed the program mentioned above, two

years spent in the program is included in the three years.)

2. Eligibility and Procedure for Application
The Accelerated Program is operated within the framework of the existing doctoral degree program. As such,
applicants must meet the application requirements for the regular doctoral program, and further satisfy the
criteria designated for the Accelerated Program. The eligibility criteria for each graduate major of the
Accelerated Program are listed in Appendix 2.
For information on the application dates and required documents, please refer to “3. Submission of

Application Documents” and “4. Application Documents” of the doctoral program application guide.
3. Enrollment Fee and Tuition

The Accelerated Program requires the same enrollment fee and tuition as the regular doctoral program. Please

refer to “7. Enroliment Procedure” and “8. Others” in the application guide.
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4. Graduate Majors of the Accelerated Program and Eligibility Criteria

The graduate majors offered in the Accelerated Program and the Departments in charge are listed in Appendix
2.
Eligibility criteria may vary by major and Department. Before proceeding with the application, contact your
intended academic supervisor and ensure you meet the eligibility criteria for the applicable graduate major.
Applicants must submit the following documents to verify qualification for the Accelerated Program, in
addition to the materials and documents listed in the application guide.
(a) Achievement Sheet (use the provided form)

Mark with a circle symbol (*) work that constitutes material for the

planned dissertation.
(b) Reprints or copies of publications and materials for oral presentations that conform to the criteria in

Appendix 2

In addition to the entrance examination prescribed by each School and Department (in charge of the
applicable graduate major), applicants to the Accelerated Program are interviewed to see whether they have
research (or vocational/professional) achievements and a concrete research plan appropriate for their planned
dissertation.

For information regarding studies at each Department, entrance examinations, etc., please refer to the

relevant sections of the application guide.

N.B. “Eligibility Criteria”
The “eligibility criteria” herein are prerequisites that individuals must satisfy to apply to the Accelerated
Program. In addition to the conditions stipulated in “2. Eligibility” of the application guide, Accelerated
Program applicants must further meet the eligibility criteria designated for their intended major (Appendix 2).
In addition, meeting the eligibility criteria does not mean that the applicant will be accepted to the
Accelerated Program. In the entrance examination, applicants will be asked about their eligibility for the
Accelerated Program and whether they have research (or vocational/professional) achievements and a

concrete research plan appropriate for their planned dissertation.
